Home Free Shelter’s services include 24 hour phone line, 

temporary shelter for battered women and their children, information on 

options and resources, legal advocacy, support groups, a Children’s Pro-

gram, community education presentations, volunteer opportunities. All 
services are free and confidential.

Flu Vaccinations 
 Seasonal Flu Vaccination: St. Mary’s will host a seasonal flu shot 
clinic on Tues., Oct. 6, 12:30-2:30 pm. The clinic is being arranged with 

Homeland Health and the Archdiocese. Employees and parishioners are 

welcome to get their flu vaccination at St. Mary’s. The cost will be 

$24.00 for injection and $32.00 for nasal spray; bring your insurance card 
or cash to pay for the vaccination as you would at any other location. 

 H1N1 Flu Vaccination update: It is expected that H1N1 flu vaccine 

will be available to ―Priority‖ individuals (pregnant women, children age 

6 mos.-18 years, caregivers/household contacts of children under 6 mos., 
young adults age 19-24, adults 65+, adults 25-64 with chronic health 

conditions, medical personnel) during Nov. at large, local sites. 

 It is anticipated the H1N1 vaccine will be administered to ―Non-

priority‖ individuals during Dec., and if enough vaccine is available for 
non-priority individuals, we might be able to have an H1N1 flu shot 

clinic at St. Mary’s in Dec.  More on this later. 

 Other Flu Related Information: St. Mary’s will not be doing child 

care during programming for infants age 0-5 mos. during the 2009-10 
programming year. This age group cannot receive either the seasonal flu 

or the H1N1 vaccination. 

 The Minnesota Department of Health currently does not recommend 

wearing face masks but does recommend frequent washing of hands, 
covering sneezes/coughs with a tissue or sneezing into your elbow, and 

staying home if you are sick. Please stay home if you are sick or think 

you are coming down with something. 

 While we recommend and prefer that you wash your hands frequently, 
hand sanitizer will be available by the beginning of the program year 

(mid-Sept.) in all classrooms, the Cry Room, the Parish and Religious 

Education offices, at the Message Center, in the gym during weekend 

coffee and Wed. night religious education, and on the table in the hall-
way near the kitchen door. 

 For your information, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 

(CDC) recommends the following for schools and students: ñStudents 

and staff with flu-like illness should stay home for at least 24 hours after 
they no longer have a fever, or signs of a fever, without the use of fever-

reducing medicines. They should stay home even if theyôre using antivi-

ral drugs.ò We ask that you follow these guidelines for students in reli-

gious education classes at St. Mary’s. Go to www.cdc.gov for more info. 
 Flu symptoms include: Fever, blocked (stuffy) or runny nose, 

cough, sore throat, body aches, headache, chills, fatigue or exhaus-

tion, diarrhea, vomiting. ñHaving these symptoms does not necessar-

ily mean you have the flu. Many different illnesses, including the 
common cold, can have similar symptoms.ò(CDC). If you are not 

sure about your symptoms, please stay home.
