Ascension Place Update… 
 ―Ascension Place opened its doors in 1981 to provide women with a 
supportive living environment. St. Anne’s Place was founded in 1990 as 

demand grew for a short-term emergency shelter for women with chil-

dren. Our clients primarily come from the Twin Cities metro area. Our 

goal at both programs is to provide a supportive living environment, 
while instilling in our clients the self-confidence and skills that will en-

able them to face the world again. 

 ―Ascension Place provides safe and supportive housing for women 

working to overcome obstacles such as chronic homelessness, mental 
illness, chemical dependency and abuse. While staying with us, our cli-

ents are busy working, going to school, arranging on-going medical care, 

attending support groups, looking for affordable housing, and much more 

to help them build a brighter future. Our mission is to support women in 
crisis or transition by providing them with a stable environment and the 

opportunity to explore options for their future. 

 ―In 2008, Ascension Place was home to 71 women. These women 

faced a variety of barriers to independence: 88% had a diagnosed mental 
illness, 79% had a history of chemical dependency and 65% had experi-

enced domestic violence. St. Anne’s Place served 145 women and 231 

children in 2008. The average stay was longer in 2008 than in previous 

years, due to the difficulty in finding affordable housing. Many of the 
women staying throughout the year were very young moms with young 

children.‖
